Collect Recycled Materials At Home!
Dear Parents,

Your child is participating in a recycling project! They will be making sea animals out of materials they find at home. They will need to collect one of the following options in order to make their sea animal:

· Plastic lid for a blue crab, and at least six twist ties from bread bags or trash bags  
· Toilet paper roll or paper towel roll cut in half for a sea cucumber, and about four twist ties from bread bags or trash bags 

· Round egg carton section for body of a barnacle, and at least three twist ties from bread bags or trash bags 
·  Round egg carton section for body of sea urchin, and at least five twist ties from bread bags or trash bags

· A cereal box or similar box with no print on the inside for shells of an oyster. Include the plastic insert as it will become the soft body of the oyster. 
If you have extra of the above supplies, please feel free to send them in as some students may want to make more than one sea animal. Thank you for your support in our efforts to make amazing sea animals out of recycled materials! Children will be learning how they are helping the environment by reusing things they have at home and being resourceful rather than wasteful.
