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Make Your Own Olly the Oyster

Craft Activity
(Teachers: for the classroom, have each child bring in 1 empty cereal box
 with the bag insert. This is a great way to show children how they can reuse things they have at home and make them into something new and special.)
Supplies 
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1 empty cereal box with the plastic insert 
(be sure there are no markings on inside of box)
· Plain brown or tan paper 
(can be from paper grocery bag, packing paper, 
or recycled paper)

· 2 google eyes 
(you can also cut out eyes from the cereal box,
 and use a black marker)
· String

· Blue or purple marker

· Glue stick

· Hole punch

Outside shells
First, flatten the cereal box and spread open. 

Use the template to trace Olly onto the plain side of the cereal box-- two times for each side of the shell. Be sure to flip over your template between tracings so that the two sides match-up when put together. Cut out the shapes. 

Inside shells

Use the brown paper and trace Olly again, once again flipping the template between tracings and cut out the shapes. Glue the brown paper to cover the colorful sides of the outside shells. 

Use the bag insert to cut a strip about 2 inches wide and 6 inches long. Then curl it up and glue to the inside of one of the shells.

Place the completed shells together and use a hole-punch to make a hole where the hinge of the oyster would be. Thread the string to make a bow and a loop for hanging.

Decorate Olly

Use a blue or purple marker to make squiggles on Olly’s outside shells. On one side glue wiggle eyes and draw a smile.
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(Teachers: to make an oyster reef, stack everyone’s oysters in long rows and on top of each other on a table or bulletin board.
